Many times, a
small problem can be kept from becoming a major when parents and teachers exchange
information in a free and positive manner.

While we are not averse to the
informal conference in the hallway before or aftehool, this is often not the best way to discuss
certain issues. A little advance notice is alwpreferable and helps contribute to a more relaxed
and thoughtful discussion of the question at hawthile all of our teachers have access to e-
mail and voice mail, the preferred method of requesting a conference at our schoal is by
way of a simple note sent to school with your child. Additional conferences can always be
scheduled before and after school and teacheralsoeopen to telephone conferences if and
when these are more convenient.
